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Medical Assistant Training

Physicians who participate in the PACE (Physician Asthma Care Education) training are eligible to receive asthma training for their medical assistant staff.  The two-hour training is offered on site at providers’ offices and is conducted by a certified nurse practitioner who coordinates asthma programs and is a member of the Asthma Alliance (LBACA).    

Medical Assistants will learn how to:
· be asthma counselors for children with asthma and their families

· provide education about medication and demonstrate the use of an inhaler, spacer, mask and nebulizer

· assist physicians in the completion of an Asthma Action Plan and review it with the family 

· serve as a link between the LBACA Community Health Educator and the physician office or clinic

· link patients to community asthma resources: including

· Asthma Home Visiting Program

· Asthma Resource Center

· Asthma Classes

· Local Asthma Wellness Fairs

· Various Asthma Related Activities

· Orientation to the Asthma Education Flip Chart
