$1.35 million grant to set up its programs. PAAA targets North and West Philadelphia. Over

14,000 children with asthma live in this area, most of whom are very low income.
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      Initiatives
PAAA hopes to help coordinate care for children with asthma. It also wants to provide better

community education about asthma. PAAA has launched the Asthma CALL (Child Asthma Link

Line) Center. The CALL Center aims to better link schools, emergency rooms, health plans,

doctors, nurses, and asthma education to families in need. PAAA also created a new “Smokeless Homes” program. Tobacco smoke in the home is a major asthma trigger for Philadelphia’s children.
